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Cover Stories Ren Ci 10th Anniversary Open House cum Carnival
To mark its 10th Anniversary, Ren Ci Hospital & Medicare Centre organised
an Open House cum Carnival on the 26th September 2004 at its premises
at Buangkok View. The milestone event was graced by guest of honour,
Associate Professor Ho Peng Kee, Senior Minster of State for Law and Home
Affairs.

Accompanied by the hospital’'s Chairman/CEO Venerable Shi Ming Yi and
COO Dr Ong Seh Hong, the minister started the morning’s proceedings by
flagging-off'a mini-walkathon which saw patients, staff, volunteers and
elderly folk, participate in a short-walkabout of the hospital’s perimeter.

The public was also treated to complimentary health and eye screenings,
Taiji demonstrations, goodie bags, on-stage entertainment, hospital ward
tours, and health talks. It was a busy day for staff and volunteers, who were
manning the games and food stalls and for their efforts, a total of $10,699.40
was raised.

Vegetarian Food Fiesta '04 cum Health Fair
Ren Ci held a Vegetarian Food Fiesta and Health Fair
at Suntec City on 18th-20th June 2004. The GOH
presiding over this gastronomic event was Mr Chan
Soo Sen, Minister of State, Ministry of Education &
Ministry of Community Development and Sports. The
event raised $258,216.92 from over 40 participating /
food stalls selling a rich variety of vegetarian delicacies. /
The free admission Health Fair held at the Suntec City '
Galleria Foyer was organised for those above 55 years
old and it attracted throngs of elderly folk who arrived
as early as 10am.

Health Screening at Toa Payoh
In conjunction with OTO Body Care, Ren Ci held
a free health screening cum health fair at the HDB
\ hub from 12th-5th July 2004. A crowd of elderly
heartlanders who turned up went home in high
\ spirits as they had benefited from the medical
counselling rendered by Ren Ci’'s doctors, which

hardships encountered in the past 10 years.

Minister Wong also took to the podium, to express his sentiments and extend well wishes for the 10-year-old hospital.

He said, “More than just purely medical and nursing care, the work of Ren Ci is inspiring and heartening for it is testimony to the
richness in care that the people sector can offer to those who need help in our society... There is much room for the people sector
to come forward to improve the well-being of Singaporeans who need help.”

The minister was soon on hand to present a host of awards to Ren Ci's board/management committee members, staffs and volunteers.
The awards handed out include the 10 Years Long Service Award, 5 Years Long Service Award, Appreciation Award, Selfless
Contribution Award and Excellent Performance Award.

He also presented a token of appreciation to Soon Thian Keing Temple for their cheque donation of $50,000 to Ren Ci’s 10th
Anniversary celebrations; and a souvenir to thank Mr Kwek Leng Joo for organising the special auction, which was to form the
evening’s highlights. As a gesture of goodwill, Ven. Ming Yi then presented a token of gratitude to the minister for his kind gesture
and for gracing the event.

Soon after, staff members of the long service award recipients appeared on stage, cradling a large framed portrait, which they
offered to their Chairman/CEO. In it contained 8 pieces of cartoonist impressions of Ven. Ming Yi, with each drawing representing
the dear moments he had in Ren Ci over the years. This ‘surprise-gift’ was a tribute from all the staff and patients at Ren Ci to Ven.
Ming Yi, in recognition of his able leadership and his true friendship.

At 9.00pm, guests were invited to the preview of a heart-stirring video put together by Ren Ci. The video had offered a window into
Ren Ci's decade of dedicated service to humanity; and sections of the audience were moved to tears as the images played on.

Community Hospital Update

Following two unsuccessful attempts earlier, Ren Ci’'s
Community Hospital project finally takes a big step forward,
after the Ministry of Health had formally agreed to our
proposal to construct a 277-bedded facility, next to Tan
Tock Seng Hospital.

Plans are underway to build the Community Hospital,
which comprises 120 community hospital beds and 150
replacement chronic sick hospital beds (replacement for
older beds at pavilion wards located on Jin Tan Tock Seng).
The hospital will also be equipped with 7 isolation beds
(4 community hospital beds and 3 for chronic sick hospital
beds) for infection control. Watch this space.

After the video had ended, it was time for the 10-year-old
hospital to blow out the candles. Staff wheeled onto stage
a 15kg birthday cake with a rocket mounted atop. This ‘3-
D Rocket Cake’ symbolises staff and volunteers reaching
for the stars together and achieving even more in the years
to come.

The video screen then came to life again; this time projecting
video clips of people dedicating their birthday wishes and
greetings to Ren Ci. Moments later, the Guest-of-Honour,
along with the other ministers and dignitaries of the board
management committee, joined Ven. Ming Yi onstage for
a sing-a-long of the birthday song and a cake-cutting session.

A spectacular lineup of performances entertained the guests
before it was time for the much anticipated event: The
auction of seven photographic masterpieces. The audience
waited with bated breath as the auctioneers brought out
frame after frame of exceptionally fine photographs.

The auction was initiated by Mr. Kwek Leng Joo, Managing
Director of City Development Limited and President of
Singapore Chinese Chamber of Commerce and Industry,
with the support of three other renowned philanthropic
photographers; namely Hugo Aik, Niu Bendong and Wong
How Man.

Although the auction started out sluggishly, bidders soon
swung into action as Ven. Ming Yi single-handedly upped
the tempo when he took over the auction proceedings, much
to the delight of the audience and the hosts.

An exquisite photograph of an innocent little girl donated

by Mr Kwek entitled ‘Cutely Charm’ fetched $100,000 —
making it the highest bid of the night. The bidder, Mr Sam
Goi, Executive Chairman of Tee Yih Jia Manufacturing Pte
Ltd, also saw his bid matched dollar-for-dollar by Mr Kwek
and Mr Chua Thian Poh, Vice-President of the Chinese
Chamber of Commerce and Industry — raising a combined
total of $300,000 for ‘Cutely Charm’.

After the Guest-of-Honour took his leave to a standing
ovation, the night of celebrations carried on with the Foo
Hai Ch’an Monastery choir who sang in perfect harmony. It
was quickly followed by a strings ensemble by Edustrings
Quartet, who performed ‘A Little Night Music’ by Mozart

The finale saw the Ren Ci choir take to the stage and belting
out the Ren Ci Charity Show theme song, ‘Because There Is
Love’. As the voices rose to a crescendo, Mr Chan Soo Sen,
Minister of State for Education and Mr Heng Chee How,
Minister of State for Trade and Industry, along with many
prominent industry luminaries, all joined the choir onstage
for the chorus.

In an unexpected turn of events, the gala dinner which was
primarily organised to thank all of Ren Ci's donors, patrons,
volunteers, staffs and patients, inadvertently evolved into
the biggest birthday present possible — the total sum of
donations raised from the auction came to $363,028.

And as the night drew to a close, one thing was certain. The
night had clearly belonged to Ren Ci and the 400-odd
patients under its care.
