“Zhu-Jie” is what I am affectionately known as among my
volunteer friends. My full name is Lee Chik and I am 70
years old.

I love hairdressing. During my younger days, I operated my
hair salon and now, many regard me as their “mother” within
the volunteer group. I have not parted with my scissors and
comb because of my passion for this profession.

I remember that in mid 1996, my friends roped me in to do
volunteer work. Since then, I have developed a special
bonding with Ren Ci.

Whenever I visit Ren Ci, I will quietly carry out the tasks of
cutting patients’ hair. Volunteering at Ren Ci brings me
much happiness and satisfaction.

Happiness comes from doing a great job of cutting and
styling the long and messy hair of both wheelchair bound
and bedridden patients. I derived a lot of satisfaction when
I see the patients’ joyful expression after their haircut.

Time really flies; I have been a volunteer with Ren Ci for
nine years. Ren Ci is where I met and made many friends,
including patients, hospital staff and other volunteers.

Ten years ago, a tragic accident left Mr Foo Meng Kim
completely bedridden.

“When I regained consciousness after my accident, I was
devastated to learn that I was totally paralysed. I couldn’t
even speak,” related an emotional Mr Foo, tears welling up
in his soulful eyes.  As Mr Foo had to undergo a long
rehabilitation process, he was transferred from National
University Hospital to Ren Ci Hougang’s chronic sick ward.

Over the last ten years at Ren Ci, Mr Foo is glad with the
remarkable progress he has made - from a speechless, bed
bound person to one that can now communicate and move
about on a wheel chair. He is grateful for the care provided
by the medical and nursing team, coupled with effective
medication, good Occupational Therapy and Physiotherapy.

“I fell many times and wanted to give up. But the doctors
and nurses encouraged and helped me. Gradually, I gained
courage to persevere. Before the Ren Ci charity shows on
TV, I remember the difficult times when Ren Ci was hard hit
by our economic crisis. Despite this crisis, the Ren Ci team
worked together to make ends meet. My medical care never
stopped. I am indeed grateful for this unwavering support,
without which I’d not be able to speak today,” said Mr Foo.

Ren Ci is home to Mr Foo. He has not felt alone. Both Mr
Foo and Mr Eng Wee Meng, a fellow patient, tend to the
potted plants at the void deck of Ren Ci.  Mr Foo is thankful
to everybody for their support and donations. He cannot
imagine how his life would have been without the
contributions that have made good medical care available
to him and his fellow patients.
